the construction of the sewage network and lifting stations along the territorial coastal zone of 
Leporano (Province of Taranto); the construction of water and sewage network and external trunk-
lines into the territory of Fasano (Province of Brindisi), in addition to the construction and operation 
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of several depuration plants in many regions of the domestic territory. 
Moreover, with regard to the environmental sector of activity, the Company owns: 
- a system of physical treatment for contaminated sediments, denominated DREDGE, which 
operates according to the following scheme: 

3. separation of the more contaminated thin fraction (silt) from the thicker fraction 
(sand); 

4. volumetric reduction through dehydration (reduction in the percentage of water 
content) of the sediments to be decontaminated; 

- a plant for the recycling and enrichment of wastes coming from building demolitions, 
denominated RARE. 
 
The aim of the proposed project is to study: 

5. a new process (new methodologies) for the chemical-physical decontamination 
treatment techniques for contaminated sediments and grounds, aimed at their 
recycle; 

6. a new product constituted by the decontaminated materials (grounds from land 
reclamation and sediments from sea port dredging), also mixed with aggregates 
coming from the recycling of materials/wastes from building demolitions, in order to 
utilise them for the construction of road and railway embankments, morphologic re-
modelation and other possible utilisations. 

The process will be verified and validated by testing campaigns upon various typologies of 
contaminated main land and sea port areas, with a pilot plant which will be built during the 
execution of the project. 
The plant should have the following functioning scheme: 

7. chemical-physical treatment of decontamination; 
8. environmental recovery of decontaminated soils and sediments, also by mixing 

them with aggregates coming from the recycling of materials/wastes from building 
demolitions.    

6. Main objectives – problems to be addressed (max 500 characters) 

 
With regard to the reclamation of polluted marine areas, the project has the main score to solve 
technically the environmental problem related with the pollution of ports soundings due to 
accumulation in time of materials, extraneous to the marine biologic cycle, carried from continuous 
and bitty pouring, and even from the hydrogeologic flows to which the harbour basin is subject 
since it is an hydraulic body, recipient of the products of the various activities into its area. 
The project idea is to remove and reclaim such sediments by means of equipments installed on 
boats particularly equipped and following the process: extraction – dehydration – chemical – 
physical treatment – neutralization, solving the problems related to the marine polluted sediments 
that may be found during dredging works for the ordinary and extraordinary maintenance of 
lagoons and rivers mouths, or for the construction, upgrading and maintenance works of ports and 
related infrastructures (piers, dry-docks, etc.). 
In the past, as per technical considerations, the problem has been solved through the following 
steps: quality-quantity analysis of the sediments to dredge; localization of the marine discharge 
zone where no injury is made to the marine fauna and vegetation (mollusc reeves, fish banks, 
“posidonieti”, etc.), with the authorization of the Ministry of the Environment, which, in Italy, has the 
advice of its own Research Institute (ISPRA); activity of dredging of soundings, by means of 
suction with pumps or with bucket or with bucket dredge, and pouring of sludge into a barge of 
suitable capacity; transport of the dredged sediments to an  unloading zone with barge, opening of 
the shutters and unloading of the material into the sounding with possible phenomena of horizontal 
propagation of the thin fraction, that goes to roil the whole water column (reduction of the primary 
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productivity, estrangement of the pelagic and bentonic fauna etc.). 
This practice is not applicable when there is a high concentration of pollutant substances, since it 
is compulsory to accomplish to the laws for the special dangerous waste disposal with authorized 
companies, equipments and plants, with particularly high costs. 
Up to date, there is not a unique technical and economic solution able to solve the problem, so 
that not rarely dredging activities of sediments is blocked and the port infrastructures construction 
is suspended. 
The project idea is then to study the possibility of re-utilising the treated wastes for the construction 
of road and railway embankments, also by opportunely mixing them with aggregates deriving from 
the recycle of materials coming from the building demolitions. 
The research will be broadened in order to develop more efficient and economic methodologies for 
the treatment of diverse wastes typology, such as: 

- dust deriving from smoke reduction plants; 
- founding slags, typical of the steel and glass industry, of the thermo-valorisation of urban 

solid wastes and slags from combustion plants which contain heavy metals; 
- dusts and sludges in general, such as: 
- sludges from depuration plants, 
- sludges from the galvanic industry, 
- sludges from the steel industry, containing heavy metals and other pollutants; 

and, in general, soils/materials deriving from land reclamation. 

7. Envisaged outcomes (max 500 characters) 

The technical benefits resulting from the development of the foreseen activities of the project 
become evident if it is considered that at present there is not a consolidated technology available 
to reclaim sea sediments and soils with a systematic solution of the problem, in relation with the 
type of surveyed pollution. 
 
From the technical view-point, in presence of sediments which are classified as “special dangerous 
waste”, the conventional solution of the problem should involve: 
a) removal of the polluted sediments; 
b) transport to the land of the toxic-noxious waste to suitable multi-functional platforms for 

treatment; 

c) decontamination treatment able to transform the sediments into inert waste; 

d) transport and final disposal into controlled II category type B dumps, comparatively onerous. 

Or rather, as an alternative for preceding points b), c) and d): 
b1) transport and final disposal into II category type C or directly into III category dumps. 
With the implementation of a new technological process, items b), c) and b1) will be eliminated by 
using the multi-functional mobile platform for the treatment of toxic-noxious wastes, like these 
sediments are, because the system will be able to operate directly into sea ports areas, with 
obvious technical and economic advantages. 
In fact, in case of direct disposal into type II C or III category dumps, the unitary cost for the 
abovementioned intervention may double up, because of transport and disposal expenses. 
 
Moreover, other envisaged outcomes of the project will be the following: 
Possibility of: 

- disposing the treated wastes in “filling tanks” in harbour infrastructures, 
- re-utilising them for the construction of road or railway embankments, also studying the 

possibility of mixing them with recycled aggregates deriving from building demolitions; 
The production of materials deriving from recycled wastes may constitute an interesting market 
opportunity as far as EU Public Administration will impose by the year 2020 the use of a quantity 
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up to 70% of recycled materials in the execution of public works.
